SQ__3. If you have 3 pennies and the 2 nickels followed by 3 more pennies and 2 more nickels all in a row…how can you arrange 6 grapes and 4 oranges into a similar pattern?  This is best done with real objects.  Did your child accomplish lining up 3 grapes and the 2 oranges followed by 3 grapes and 2 oranges to match the money pattern? Was this difficult or easy for them to do?
__4. Can your child replicate 3-D objects? (playdough or lego is a good example – can your child replicate a 3D object using the playdough or lego?)

__1. Can your child present information using oral, written, or visual representations? (show and tell, draw a picture, write a sentence, make a craft, etc…)
