Language Arts
__A1. Does your child use speaking to explore, express and present ideas, information and feelings?
__A2. While listening does your child ever ask questions or restate what they heard (paraphrase or narrate) to make and clarify meaning?
__B3. With your encouragement will your child take steps to improve their reading? (ex. using more expressions while reading or improving fluency – reading speed)

__B4. Can your child recognize the elements of stories (e.g., plot – what the action is built around, conflict - who’s against who, theme-main idea)

__C5. Is your child improving their writing skills and using strategies before, during and after writing to help them in this process.  Strategies may include – narration, dictation, using graphic organizers (web, venn diagram, outline, a story plan, editing checklist), a list of words for ideas, brain storming, the writing process (prewriting, drafting, revision, editing, publishing), etc… 
__C6. Can your child write complete simple and compound sentences with correct grammar? ie. A simple sentence expresses one thought with a subject and a verb: “Some students like to study in the mornings.” A compound sentence expresses two thoughts with a conjunction joining the two thoughts: “I tried to speak Spanish, and my friend tried to speak English.”
__C7. Has your child created imaginative writing and representations (poetry, story writing, a dialogue, a play, etc…) – it would be great to see a sample or two of such writing. 
Math
__1. Can your child use the estimation strategy (rounding off to the nearest 10) to predict sums and differences of two 2-digit numerals?
__2.Does your child understand division and can they relate division to multiplication? (up to 5 x 5 or 25 divided by 5)
SQ__3. What is happening in this pattern? 5x9, 5x8, 5x7, 5x6  Can you extend the pattern?

SQ__4. For this question it would be good if you had a few 3-D shapes (cube, pyramid, cylinder, cone, prism) You can also use this website to help you: http://www.teachingideas.co.uk/maths/contents10shape.htm  - choose 3-D Shapes. 

Can you tell how many faces, edges and vertices each of the 3-D objects has? (ex. a cube has square faces, 12 edges, and 4 vertices)  Can you tell the shape of the face for that object.  Sometimes an object has more then one face shape. 
__5. Has your child ever collected first-hand data and organized it using, tally marks, line plots (ex. graphing the daily temperature on a line graph), charts (ex. comparing the number of seconds in a minute, hour, day etc… using a chart), or lists to answer questions? 
__6. has your child ever constructed, labeled and interpreted bar graphs to solve problems?

__1. Has your child organized information in chronological order? (timeline for example)
__2. Has your child created a presentation on a selected topic?

__1. Has your child made predictions during investigations – ex. predicted the outcome for an experiment?
