SQ__4. Can you compare and order decimals.  For example: put these decimals in order from largest to smallest.  .004   .025   .010.   

SQ__5. Can you relate decimals to fractions? – change these decimals to a fraction: .75  .4 – change these fractions to a decimal:  4/5   1/4

SQ__1. Can you defend a position on a selected topic? For example: Many people from other countries want to come to Canada to live.  What do you think is best for our country concerning immigration?  Should we allow anyone to enter and live here or should we have some limitations?  Defend your position to your mom and dad and let them comment here about how you did, or write out your defense.
