WHAT IS AN STM CREDIT?
For starters, Anchor Academy has abbreviated “short term mission” to stm. And by now, most of you know that the Academy
would like to see every student participate in one or more short term missions during their high school years - in
fact, we are so committed to this that we are setting aside funds to assist in this exciting aspect of our school!
There are several ways for our students to accumulate stm credits, but for this Log let’s consider the Honour Roll
program. Page 14 of the Handbook explains how a student can earn Honour Roll, beginning as early as grade one.
What you need to understand is that every time an Honour Roll is achieved an stm credit of $15 is allocated to that
student’s account. These (along with other stm credits) will be accumulated over the school years until, when the
child reaches high school, he may have earned up to $750 toward the costs of a short term mission.

THIRD PARTY SERVICE PROVIDERS (TPSP)
Over the last two months, we’ve probably received more phone calls about Anchor’s third party service provider
program than any other item. So, let’s clarify how this works.
First of all, funding for tpsp only applies to BC resident families who have enrolled one or more children in our
Distributed Learning program.
Secondly, payments to a tpsp are limited to available funds within the $1000 course cost allotment (CCA).

Example: if the student has “purchased” eight hundred dollars worth of Anchor Academy courses, then he still
has two hundred dollars left to pay toward services provided by a third party.
Thirdly, charges made by a tpsp will only be paid when the service has been approved by the teacher as
fulfilment of part or all of a course listed on the Student Learning Plan. At the high school level, a student can
earn credit toward graduation from such external courses as Royal Conservatory Music grade 7 or 8 plus
Theory, Young Drivers of Canada, etc. These external courses do not involve the teaching/supervision of an
Anchor Academy teacher and therefore are not eligible for CCA funding. Having said that, CCA funding is available for piano
lessons WHERE THOSE LESSONS FORM PART OF AN ANCHOR ACADEMY FINE ARTS COURSE, AND WHERE
ANCHOR’S TEACHER WILL BE PROVIDING A REPORT CARD MARK FOR THE COURSE.
Your child’s teacher will be happy to assist you in accessing funds for your family’s TPSP!

Graduation Portfolio Change
GRAD PORTFOLIO NOT MANDATORY

FOR GRADE 12 STUDENTS

During the 2006/07 school year, the Graduation Portfolio is not mandatory for Grade 12
students.
Over the next few months, the Ministry of Education will consult with educators and students
to review the Portfolio program.

What this means for students, parents and teachers:

• Grade 12 students who complete their Portfolios receive four credits and can choose to
have the percent and letter grade reflected on their final transcripts.

• Grade 12 students who do not receive a percentage and letter grade for their Portfolios
during the 2006/07 school year will receive Standing Granted credit.

• Standing Granted (SG) does not carry a percentage or letter grade and does not affect a
student’s Grade Point Average. Students may receive Standing Granted either because
they have not completed the Portfolio or because they elect to have Standing Granted
credit rather than a percentage and letter grade listed on their transcript.

• Students still require 80 credits in order to graduate, including 4 credits for Graduation
Portfolio.

• Schools may use the Portfolio mark to calculate Grade 12 Passport award stamps.

• Schools should apply the Grade 10 and 11 Passport award stamp criteria to students who
have elected to use SG.

• Grade 10 and 11 students continue working on their Portfolios as part of their graduation
program requirements.

• The Ministry of Education will bring together educators and students to discuss the goals
for the Portfolio. This might include ways to improve the Portfolio process or other
strategies for meeting the Portfolio goals.
